2 credits. Western Michigan University, Dalton Center.  
Prerequisite: Modern/Jazz Dance Studio

Explore dance elements, receive a Health credit. Learn the basics of  
volleyball, soccer, ultimate frisbee, bowling, basketball, climbing and more.

Further develop your skills in music theory and composition.  
Build on your knowledge of scale construction, rhythm, chords, harmony and circle  
of 5ths chords theory through composition exercises and ear training. This class  
is designed for moderate to advanced music students who read music with  
moderate proficiency and know basic music theory.

Advanced Music Studio 
1 credit. Epic Center, Evenings

Develop basic skills in music theory and composition. Learn to read music including 
note identification, key signature, and time signature. Gain basic music keyboard 
skills. Discuss great performances. Broaden your historical  
and cultural understanding of music. Create music in  
solo and small ensembles. This class is designed  
for beginning music students. 

Explore singing, dancing and acting. Have the  
opportunity to work in duet, small ensemble and 
large ensemble performances. Create harmony 
and choreography. Get the opportunity to work with 
professional artists. Share your work with the class 
and receive feedback each month through in-class 
performances of solo, duet, and scene work.

Learn which genre of film 
best suites you. Narrative, documentary, and experimental are all studied and practiced 
in the class. Enter film festivals. Build a strong portfolio. Make visual impact and share 
your films. Discover the filmmaking skills inside of you.

Media Arts Creative Suite 
2 credits. Year long. Kalamazoo Valley Community College Center for New Media.

Learn about digital media, computer animation, text and letter forms. Communicate a 
message. Explore design, photography, photo manipulation and composition. Experiment 
with a wide range of techniques and build a strong portfolio.

Advanced Video Arts Studio
2 credits. Vicksburg High School

Polish and perfect skills from your first year with EFA. Expand and advance your 
film making skills. Further explore professional editing and equipment techniques. 
Integrate advanced techniques into your films. Explore film, video, still imagery, 
and music composition.

You’ll learn about, 
read examples of, and compose writing in each of the following four genres: personal 
narrative, fiction, poetry, and creative journalism. Publish online and come away with 
a digital portfolio of the work you’ve created. Read, write and work online.

0.5-1 credit. Fall and Spring semester
